Regulations of
Students’ Scientific Club …….
§ 1.
General Provisions
1. Scientific Club under the name of ......................, is a university students’ organization, in line with the meaning of Art. 204 section 1 of the Act of 27 July 2005. - Law on Higher Education (Official Journal of Laws of 2012., item 572, as amended).

2. The Club brings together students of Vistula University, hereinafter referred to as the University.

3. The Club conducts its activity at the Faculty of ............................... of the University.

4. The Club may use an abbreviated name in the wording ............

5. The Club can use their own logo and seal.

§ 2

Aims and objectives of the Club
1. The primary objective of the Club is stimulating interest in scientific work and research in the field of ..................... ..

3. The objectives referred to in section 1 will be implemented by:

1) conducting scientific research under the guidance of a Club tutor;

4. To achieve the objectives referred to in this paragraph, the Club uses material resources provided by the University.
§ 3

Membership
1. Students displaying scientific interest in the area of ..............., achieving positive learning results, identifying themselves with the objectives of the Club and expressing a desire to achieve them, may become members of the Club.

2. Students who declare willingness to become members of the Club are accepted by the Board on the basis of a written declaration submitted by them. Applications are accepted provided that students meet the conditions referred to in paragraph 1.

3. When providing their e-mail address in membership declaration, students agree to receive electronically all the information distributed by the Board concerning both individual cases as well as other information about organizational matters.
4. Club Member has the right to:

1) participate in all forms of the Club’s activities;

2) submit motions and proposals during the Club’s meetings;

3) assess the activities of the Club Board;

4) vote and be elected.

5. Club Member is obliged to:

1) achieve good academic results;
2) participate regularly in the Club’s meetings;

3) actively participate in the Club’s activities;

4) comply with the decisions of the Club authorities;

5) observe the provisions of the Regulations.
6. Club Membership ceases due to:

1) member’s voluntary resignation submitted in writing to the Club Board;

2) loss of a University student status by a Club member;

3) exclusion of a member by the Club Board resolution, in case of circumstances referred to in paragraph. 7;

4) death of a Club member;

5) dissolution of the Club.

7. The Club Board may exclude its member on the grounds of:

1) deliberate acting to the detriment of the Club;

2) failure to observe provisions of the Regulations;

3) gross non-compliance with commitments made to the Club;

4) unexcused absences at ......... Club meetings during the academic year.

8. The Club Board informs the excluded member in writing about adopting a resolution on their exclusion and provides them with reasons of that decision as well as instructs them with regard to the rights of appeal that are available to them.
9. The excluded member may appeal against the Board’s resolution on their exclusion to the General Assembly of Club Members. The appeal shall be submitted through the Board within 14 days from the date of receiving a written notification about the exclusion by the excluded member.

10. Upon the receipt and consideration of the appeal, the Management Board may repeal its resolution on the exclusion and restore the rights of the student as member of the Club, if it acknowledges that the appeal should be taken into account in its entirety and it informs the student in writing about the decision.

11. If the appeal filed by the excluded Club member is rejected by the Board in the manner specified in paragraph 10, the Club Board is obliged to convene an Extraordinary General Assembly of Club Members within 30 days from the date of receiving the appeal. The Board does not have to meet this obligation, if the Ordinary General Assembly of Club Members is to be held within 30 days of receiving the appeal.

12. On consideration of the appeal, the General Assembly may uphold or repeal the Board’s resolution on the exclusion of a Club Member. The resolution of the General Assembly of Members is adopted by an absolute majority of votes in the presence of at least half of Club Members.

§ 4

General Assembly of Club Members
1. The General Assembly of Members shall be the supreme authority of the Club.

2. The competencies of the General Assembly of Club Members shall comprise in particular:

1) defining the directions of the Club’s activities;

2) determining the structure of the Club;

3) appointing the members of the Club Board;

4) accepting reports about the activities of the Club Board and granting vote of approval to the outgoing Board; 
5) deciding on appeals against the resolutions of the Club Board on the exclusion of Club members and adopting or repealing resolutions of the Board related to matters of exclusion;

6) examining applications and proposals submitted either by the Board or individual members of the Club;

7) approving plans of the Club’s activities for the academic year presented by the Board;

8) adopting amendments to the Club Regulations;

9) adopting a resolution on the dissolution of the Club.

3. The General Assembly may be attended by all members of the Club.

4. The Ordinary Meeting of Club Members takes place at least twice during the academic year.

5. If necessary, in particular in the cases referred to in § 3. 11, an Extraordinary General Assembly of Club Members is convened.

6. The General Assembly of Club Members is convened by the Board on its own initiative, at the request of 30% of the Club members or at the request of the scientific tutor of the Club.

7. The Board informs all members of the Club about the date, the place and the proposed agenda of the General Assembly, at least 7 days in advance The Board notifies the tutor of the Club about every General Assembly of Club Members.

8. The General Assembly of Club Members is able to adopt valid resolutions provided at least half of Club members are present.

9. If the quorum referred to in paragraph 8, is not achieved at the first meeting, the Board convenes the General Assembly of Clubs Members at the second meeting. The second meeting date can be established immediately after the first date. Resolutions adopted at the Assembly convened at the second date are valid regardless of the number of members participating at the General Assembly, unless the present Regulations for the validity of specific resolutions require the presence of at least half of Club members.

10. Resolutions are passed by simple majority vote at the General Assembly of Club Members, except for the resolutions set forth herein and requiring a different majority.
§ 5

The Board
1. The Board is elected by the General Assembly from among Club members. Resolutions on the election of the Board are taken by secret ballot by an absolute majority of votes.

2. The Board of the Club consists of .... members who elect Chairman from among Board members. The Chairman manages the works the Board and represents it outside.

3. Documents are signed on behalf of the Club by the Chairman or by an authorized Board member.

4. The term for the Board lasts one academic year.

5. The resolutions of the Board are passed by a simple majority vote.

6. The Board constitutes the executive body of the Club.

7. The competencies of the Board shall comprise in particular:

1) representing the Club before the University authorities and other entities;

2) managing the activities of the Club;

3) preparing and implementing the plan of the Club’s activities for the academic year;

4) examining membership declarations and adopting resolutions on the acquisition or loss of the Club membership;

5) convening the General Assembly of Club Members in the manner specified in the Regulations;

6) deciding on all matters related to the Club’s activities, that are not reserved for the General Assembly of Club Members.

8. The outgoing Board is obliged to submit a report on the activities in the academic year in order to obtain a vote of approval at the General Assembly of Club Members.

9. At the request of at least 30% of the Club members, the Board or its individual members may be dismissed from the office by the General Assembly of Club Members during the term by absolute majority of votes in the presence of at least half of Club members.

10. Election of a new Board or completing its composition is carried out in the manner specified in paragraph 1.

§ 6

Association Tutor
1. The Association Tutor is appointed from among the academic or administrative staff of the University.
2. The Association Tutor is appointed at the request of the Board and with the consent of the Competent Rector.

3. The Association Tutor takes care of activities carried out by the Club and supervises the compliance of the Club’s activities with its aims and objectives set out in the Regulations.

4. The Association Tutor approves the annual plans of the Club’s works developed by the Board and assesses the annual reports prepared by the Club Board.

5. The Rector may remove the tutor from office upon their written request.
§ 7

Information on the processing of personal data

The purpose, legal basis and period of processing of personal data
· Organization of the Club /Association ................................................... under the rules set out in the Terms and Conditions of Study - legal basis for data processing - consent of the person expressed on the registration form. Data processing will take place during the period of the person’s membership in the Club.

· Sending information by e-mail regarding activities organized as part of the Club / Association - legal basis for data processing - the legitimate interests of the Data Controller, namely, conducting activities related to the administration of the Club / Association. Data processing until the moment of the person’s resignation from membership in the Club / Association.

Data recipients

· authorized data Controller’s employees, including lecturers,

· service providers who have been entrusted with the processing of Personal Data for the purposes of providing services for the Data Controller under a contract, in particular such entities as IT service providers, postal and delivery service providers - - in the scope necessary for the correct provision of the commissioned services,
Voluntary data provision

Data provision is voluntary, but failure to provide it will render membership in the Club impossible.

Rights associated with the processing of Personal Data

Data subject has the right to:

· access their data and demand its correction, or deletion (“the right to be forgotten”), restrict data processing,

· withdraw voluntary consent. Withdrawal of consent does not affect the lawfulness of data processing that was carried out before consent withdrawal,

· object to the processing of data if the legal basis for data processing is the legitimate interests of the Data Controller,
· transfer personal data,
· file a complaint to the President of the Office for the Protection of Personal Data.

Final provisions
1. This Statute shall enter into force on the day of the Rector’s confirmation of its compliance with the law and the statute of the University.

2. Any changes to the Statute require a resolution of the General Assembly of Club Members adopted by a qualified majority of 2/3 of votes in the presence of at least half of Club members.

3. The General Assembly of Members may adopt a resolution on the suspension or termination of the Club’s activities by a qualified majority of 2/3 of votes in the presence of at least half of Club members.

4. In case of lack of activity over the period of more than 2 years, the Rector of the University can issue a decision on dissolving the Club at his own initiative or upon a tutor’s request or based at the request of the manager of the organizational unit within which the Club operates.

5. Dissolution of the Club can also take place on the basis of a resolution adopted by the University Senate at the request of the Rector, if the Club grossly or persistently infringes the laws, the University Statute or the Regulations of the Students’ Club.

6. Dissolution of the Club results in a decision to remove it from the register and in the return of its entire property to the University.

7. The Club’s activity is suspended by the Rector if the Club fails to submit a report and/or present a settlement of the allocated material resources.

8. If the activity of a student Club is suspended, the Rector may grant permission for the Club to resume its activity when requested to do so by the Club’s board.

9. Any resolution of the Club that infringes the law, the Statute of the University or the regulations of the Club is repealed by the Rector.
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
